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Please use this source media reference guide to determine the best way to submit the source media for your project.  Under each heading are the acceptable media with notations if needed.  It is always a good idea to send back-up source media to avoid delays in your project in the event one of your sources cannot be used.  
Always do a complete quality check on your CD/DVD master media prior to sending in your master for replication. Your checks should include sound/picture quality, proper formatting, player compatibility, menu and index navigations, etc. 

* Note: AIFF, WAV, and MP3 files are data files, they will not play in a standard CD audio player.  If you want a red book audio CD replica that will play in all CD players, you must have these types of data files re-formatted into a red book audio CD master first.

We have noted many instances where DVD Studio Pro on a MAC with a DLT-8000 drive set to 80/40 

compression produced DLT masters that took over 4 hrs to upload using a DLT 8000 drive and were returned 

to the customer as defective media.  When the same system was used to save the files at  40/20 compression, 

the DLT master uploaded in under 1 hour.
